ASIAN PHARMACY EDUCATORS was established as a result of discussions held during the 1999 FIP Annual Meeting & Conference in Singapore and the FAPA Meeting in Australia. 
The major aims of the ASIAN PHARMACY EDUCATORS group are to increase collaboration and co-operation, and to strengthen and develop ties within the Pharmacy Education, Research, Practice and Service areas among the Asia-Pacific nations. 
As a result of this consensus, the First Asian Pharmacy Educators Meeting was held in Thailand in 2001. At this summit, many groups were able to add to the discussion on the establishment of an international organisation, which aims to standardise all aspects of Pharmacy Education, Research, Service and Practice throughout this region.  Topics also included the rationale of sharing resources and various by-laws relating to the field of Pharmacy. Consequently, all heads of the attending institutions signed a Letter of Intent and agreed to create the joint organisation: ASIAN ASSOCIATION OF SCHOOLS OF PHARMACY [AASP].
Due to the SARS outbreak in 2003, the AASP Inaugural Meeting and Conference was postponed until June 2004 and was successfully held in Beijing, China.  At this time, AASP-BOD agreed to accept the invitation of the Faculty of Pharmacy of SILPAKORN University, on behalf of the Pharmacy Education Consortium of Thailand (PECT) to host the 2nd AASP Symposium/2nd APEM Conference.
The 2nd AASP Symposium/2nd APEM Conference will coincide with the National Pharmacy Congress. This event will be hosted by the Pharmaceutical Association of Thailand Under Royal Patronage on behalf of the Pharmacy Council of Thailand and other Pharmacy Professional Organisations and SIGs.  Currently, consideration is being given to whether there will be collaboration between these events. 
At this stage, the Colleges of Pharmacy from the People’s Republic of Vietnam may be hosting the 3rd PHARMA INDOCHINA Meeting of ASEAN member countries in November.  The organising committee is making every effort that these proceedings do not coincide or that, as has been proposed below, it may be held as a satellite symposium. 
Proposal:  It has been suggested that the 3rd PHARMA INDOCHINA Meeting, to be held in Vietnam, be aligned to the 2nd AASP Symposium/2nd APEM Conference. This will give those intending to contribute to these events the opportunity to attend both, while minimising expenses. Additional activities including seminars or discussion, with particular reference to highlighting ideas about future trends in development, productivity, opportunities and challenges in Pharmacy Education and Research may be included.

The friendliness of the people and the tranquillity of such a beautiful area enhance Thailand’s reputation as the Land of Smiles! Furthermore, the beaches of HUA – HIN are a pure and unadulterated delight. The fabled shoreline beach, with its fine white sand, slopes gently into the sea, making it safe for swimmers of any age. Just off the main beach are the rock outcrops, which give “HUA – HIN” its name. 
KLAI KANGWOL Palace is the official royal summer palace, where H.M. the King BHUMIBOL ADULYADEJ, spends most of his time.

Of all the treatments offered in spas, the most popular and famous is the Thai Massage. 3. BANGKOK METROPOLIS was nominated as the place for the 2nd AASP Meeting and 2nd APEM Conference because of its diversity, variety and convenience. It is also very cost effective to host such an event in Bangkok. Bangkok’s name in Thai is “KRUNGTHEP”, which translates as “CITY OF ANGELS”. It was founded in the year 1782 on April 6th. The present INNER – CITY of Bangkok (Royal Grand Palace, City Shrines, Temples Palaces as well as Official / Government Offices) was established on a tiny land in a former Chinese settlers’ district. 
The 2nd AASP Symposium & 2nd APEM Conference, being held from the 14th to the 17th of November, coincides with “LOY KRATONG” (Floating Festival Night). This festival falls on the 16th of November and is traditionally held every full moon of the 12th lunar month of the year.

Pharmacy Students and/or Young Pharmacists, whether as Pharmaceutical Scientist(s) or Pharmacy Practitioner(s), not older than 32 years, are encouraged attend and contribute to the 2nd AASP Symposium & 2nd APEM Conference during November 14th – 17th 2005 in Bangkok. 
Substantial financially support under a Competitive Selection Process, will be provided to student participants. Conditions for financial support will be announced by the end of September of 2005.
